Your country has decided to join the European Consortium which has been recently established to improve cooperation and coordination in Agricultural Research for Development (ARD). This consortium is supported by the 6th Framework Programme of the European Commission under the ERA-NET Scheme for the period 2005 - 2009.  

The current members of this “ERA-ARD” Consortium are:  Austria, Belgium, Denmark, France, Germany, Hungary, Italy, Netherlands, Poland, Slovenia and Switzerland. However, we have recently submitted to the European Commission a supplementary proposal to welcome in the Consortium three new members: Spain, Lithuania and United Kingdom, making a total of 14 European Member States committed to work together in the field of ARD.

The two strategic objectives assigned to this Consortium are: 

By improving synergies between the European national ARD programmes, increase the effectiveness and efficiency of European research planning, funding and implementation to fight poverty and hunger and to support a more rapid and sustainable development in the poorest countries in the world.

By improved cooperation and coordination of national ARD programmes, strengthen Europe’s contribution to, and impact on, regional and global ARD systems.

In the European Member States, the responsibility for ARD programme planning and funding is often dispersed and shared between different ministries, public institutions and/or foundations. This means that there are substantial potential efficiency gains from enhanced cooperation and coordination. This project fulfils an urgent need to better understand how ARD programmes are identified, selected, designed, funded and managed at the national level. These mapping exercises will facilitate the construction of a shared vision and a strategic agenda on ARD in Europe. Innovative approaches and institutional arrangements will then be explored and used to implement joint and, during the second half of the project, transnational ARD activities. 

To succeed in implementing this very ambitious workprogramme, each participating Member State has to provide, in the coming three months, a detailed mapping of its ARD national programme and of its governance. To carry out this exercise, national experts have been given the responsibility to gather all relevant information through questionnaires tailored for different categories of ARD stakeholders. A list of these experts is attached to this message. 

As Coordinator of this ERA-ARD Consortium, I hope that you will accept to share your knowledge and views on the current and possible future of ARD in your country, either through a short interview (face-to-face or by telephone) or by filling the questionnaire that will be addressed to you.

Introduction
